NEWS FROM PAGHAM PARISH COUNCIL

JANUARY 2026

The start of a new year gives the opportunity to review a number of issues
affecting the village. The playground and open space on Summer Lane,
which has been unavailable for use, will soon be under reconstruction as
agreement has been reached between the developers and Arun and
Pagham Councils. This will involve removal of buried asbestos, the
lowering of the soil surface to repair the drainage and the removal of the
hill built with surplus spoil from the housing development. We can then
complete the transfer of ownership to Arun and PPC and the playground
will be available for use.

The western boundary of the Hornes Lane has now been planted with
trees and shrubs in preparation for the building of more houses in the field
adjoining the playground.

Further South, the development of the field adjoining Pagham Road has
just begun, this is likely to be a construction site for up to 10 years and
half of the houses should be “affordable houses”, if the plans posted are
carried out.

Also starting this January is a reconstruction of the beach at East Front
Road. Thousands of tons of shingle will be harvested from the shoals off
the West beach. Also on the beach, the clearance of the rubbish from
the containers washed ashore continues. The 67km stretch of coastline
involved makes this a major task.
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Here at PPC the distribution of discretionary grants to local charities and
societies is now complete. Qualifying applicants apply every Summer for
a small contributory grant to help with running costs. This is to support
specific charities and societies in the village. Next Summer applications
will be requested.

More topically we were all really affected by the damage to the gas main
at the entrance to the village. It was really annoying especially as it was
joy riders racing stolen cars who caused the damage. The bus shelter
which was removed by the emergency services will be replaced at no
cost to the village. It will need to be purpose built to fit the space and so
will be a few weeks in arriving.

GARDENING TIPS

Jobs for February

Now the lovely spring bulbs are coming through it’s
time to clear away some of the dead and rotting
vegetation, cut back your ornamental grasses and
prune winter flowering shrubs that have finished
blooming (if the rain lets you out!)

Apply mulch to help your beds get a good start to the year.

You can plant lily bulbs indoors for summer flowering and pot up dahlia
tubers. Onions and garlic can be planted out if it's not too wet.

Jobs for March

Now is the time to divide up those hardy perennial clumps. It's a great way
of getting extra plants, try swapping with friends to get more variety in your
garden.

Fork over beds to aerate the soil and break up any large lumps of soil.

If it’s dry enough, plant summer flowering bulbs and hardy veg.

Prune roses to an outward facing bud and cut back buddleia hard to promote
good flowering growth.

Don’t forget to check over your garden furniture so that when the warm sun
shines you can sit back safely and admire your hard work.
